Prizes:

There will be trophies for the winners of the competition.

Medals are provided for the best players of the Polish federation or with Polish
citizenship in the open, women, senior (60+) and junior (up to 23) categories.

Financial rewards:

1st place - 400 PLN
2nd place - 250 PLN
3rd place - 150 PLN
The best player with a rating up to 2200 - 100 PLN
